	An award will be made based on the Trade Off Method. The award will be issued to the responsible and reasonable offeror who provides the best value to DAI and its client using a combination of technical and cost/price factors.  


1. Introduction and Purpose

1.1 Purpose

DAI, the implementer of the USAID-funded Regional Agriculture Development Program – East (RADP-E), invites qualified offerors to submit proposals for the Provision of Business Services to Afghan Agribusinesses in support of program implementation. 
For over two and a half years RADP-E has been supporting small to medium sized Afghan agri-businesses (input retailers, food processors, and wholesalers) through matching grants and technical assistance in our target provinces and value chains. One of the challenges RADP-E is facing is the provision of targeted business support tailored specifically to a particular companies’ needs. The levels of sophistication and business acumen vary greatly between different businesses necessitating one-on-one training and firm-level support to provide appropriate business skills.  Another challenge faced is a general lack of awareness by agribusinesses of the types of business services available on the market. Traditionally, many small agribusinesses have relied on the donor community and/or various NGOs to sponsor trainings to provide these services.  RADP-E will identify interested and motivated agribusinesses who are willing to invest in improving their business skills and management and link them with Business Service Providers (BSPs) who can offer solutions. The long-term goal is to forge stronger linkages between agribusinesses and the BSPs so that agribusinesses will recognize the importance of and utilize the services offered by BSPs once RADP-E assistance has ended.

RADP-E is seeking qualified Business Service Providers (BSPs) to provide services falling into the following categories:

1. Business Registration

2. Finance and Accounting

3. Marketing

RADP-E intends to award Indefinite Quantity Contracts (IQCs) to two or more firms who will be eligible to compete for Task Orders (TOs) under this IQC. The IQC will be active for one year with each IQC holder having a ceiling of US$25,000. During the year that the IQC is active, BSPs may compete for as many Task Orders as they wish. Only winners of the IQC may bid on task orders.

Periodically during the year that the IQC is active, RADP-E will issue Task Orders to IQC holders who will then bid on the services requested in the Task Order. The range in value of Task orders is from US$500 to US$25,000. Each Task Order will have a specific Scope of Work relating to one of more of the above categories. 

1.2 Issuing Office

The Issuing Office and Contact Person noted in the above synopsis is the sole point of contact at DAI for purposes of this RFP. Any prospective offeror who fails to register their interest with this office assumes complete responsibility in the event that they do not receive direct communications (amendments, answers to questions, etc.) prior to the closing date.

1.3 Type of Award Anticipated

DAI anticipates awarding Indefinite Quantity Contracts (IQC) to two or more firms. 
2. General Instructions to Offerors
2.1 General Instructions
“Offeror”, “Subcontractor”, and/or “Bidder” means a firm proposing the work under this RFP.  “Offer” and/or “Proposal” means the package of documents the firm submits to propose the work.
Offerors wishing to respond to this RFP must submit proposals, in English, in accordance with the following instructions. Offerors are required to review all instructions and specifications contained in this RFP. Failure to do so will be at the Offeror’s risk. If the solicitation is amended, then all terms and conditions not modified in the amendment shall remain unchanged. 
Issuance of this RFP in no way obligates DAI to award a subcontract or purchase order. Offerors will not be reimbursed for any costs associated with the preparation or submission of their proposal. DAI shall in no case be responsible for liable for these costs.

2.2  Proposal Cover Letter 

A cover letter shall be included with the proposal on the Offeror’s company letterhead with a duly authorized signature and company stamp/seal using Attachment B as a template for the format. The cover letter shall include the following items:

· The Offeror will certify a validity period of 180 days for the prices provided.

· Acknowledge the solicitation amendments received. 

2.3 Questions regarding the RFP

Each Offeror is responsible for reading and complying with the terms and conditions of this RFP.  Requests for clarification or additional information must be submitted in writing via email or in writing to the Issuing Office as specified in the Synopsis above.   No questions will be answered by phone. Any verbal information received from a DAI or RADP-E employee or other entity shall not be considered as an official response to any question regarding this RFP.
Copies of questions and responses will be distributed in writing to all prospective bidders who are on record as having received this RFP after the submission date specified in the Synopsis above. 

2.4 Pre-Proposal Bidders’ Conference

A pre-proposal bidders’ conference will be held at 10:00 a.m. February 25th at RADP-E office 

Darya Village, Hawashenasy road, Khawaja Rawash Kabul. 

Information of interest to all prospective Offerors will be presented. While attendance at the pre-proposal conference is not mandatory, all interested prospective suppliers are encouraged to attend in order to prepare acceptable proposals. Questions asked at the Pre-Proposal Bidder’s Conference, that would benefit all bidders, shall be provided in an amendment to the RFP.
3. Instructions for the Preparation of Technical Proposals

Technical proposals shall be sealed in a separate envelope from cost/price proposals and shall be clearly labeled as “VOLUME I: TECHNICAL PROPOSAL”. 
Technical proposals shall include the following contents
1. Technical Approach - Description of the proposed services which meets or exceeds the stated technical specifications or scope of work.  The proposal must show how the Offeror plans to complete the work and describe an approach that demonstrates the achievement of timely and acceptable performance of the work. 
2. Management approach – Description of the Offeror’s staff assigned to the project. The proposal should describe how the proposed team members have the necessary experience and capabilities to carry out the Technical Approach. 
3. Past Performance –Provide a list of at least three (3) recent awards of similar scope and duration. The information shall be supplied as a table and shall include the legal name and address of the organization for which services were performed, a description of work performed, the duration of the work and the value of the contract, description of any problems encountered and how it was resolved, and a current contact phone number of a responsible and knowledgeable representative of the organization. See Attachment F.
3.1 Services Specified
For this RFP, DAI is in need of the services described in Attachment A.
3.2 Technical Evaluation Criteria
Each proposal will be evaluated and scored against the evaluation criteria and evaluation sub-criteria, which are stated in the table below. Cost/Price proposals are not assigned points, but for overall evaluation purposes of this RFP, technical evaluation factors other than cost/price, when combined, are considered approximately equal to cost/price factors.

4. Instructions for the Preparation of Cost/Price Proposals

4.1 Cost/Price Proposals
Cost/Price proposals shall be sealed in a separate envelope from technical proposals and shall be clearly labeled as “VOLUME II: COST/PRICE PROPOSAL”. 

Provided in Attachment C is a template for the Price Schedule, for firm-fixed price awards. 
The Subcontractor is responsible for all applicable taxes and fees, as prescribed under the applicable laws for income, compensation, permits, licenses, and other taxes and fees due as required.
5. Basis of Award 
5.1 Best Value Determination
DAI will review all proposals, and make an award based on the technical and cost evaluation criteria stated above and select the offeror whose proposal provides the best value to DAI. DAI may also exclude an offer from consideration if it determines that an Offeror is "not responsible", i.e., that it does not have the management and financial capabilities required to perform the work required.  
Evaluation points will not be awarded for cost.  Cost will primarily be evaluated for realism and reasonableness. DAI may award to a higher priced offeror if a determination is made that the higher technical evaluation of that offeror merits the additional cost/price.
DAI may award to an Offeror without discussions. Therefore, the initial offer must contain the Offeror’s best price and technical terms.  

5.2 Responsibility Determination
DAI will not enter into any type of agreement with an Offeror prior to ensuring the Offeror’s responsibility. When assessing an Offeror’s responsibility, the following factors are taken into consideration:

1. Provide evidence of the required business licenses to operate in Afghanistan.

2. Evidence of a DUNS number (explained below and instructions contained in Attachment D).

3. The source, origin and nationality of the products or services are not from a Prohibited Country (explained below).

4. Having adequate financial resources to finance and perform the work or deliver goods or the ability to obtain financial resources without receiving advance funds from DAI.

5. Ability to comply with required or proposed delivery or performance schedules.

6. Have a satisfactory past performance record.

7. Have a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics.

8. Have the necessary organization, experience, accounting and operational controls and technical skills.

9. Have the necessary production, construction and technical equipment and facilities if applicable.

10. Be qualified and eligible to perform work under applicable laws and regulations.

6. Anticipated post-award Deliverables 

Upon award of a subcontract, RADP-E will issue Task Orders to IQC holders to bid on the services outlined in each Task Order.
7. Inspection & Acceptance

The designated RADP-E Project Manager will inspect from time to time the services being performed to determine whether the activities are being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all equipment or supplies are of acceptable quality and standards. The subcontractor shall be responsible for any countermeasures or corrective action, within the scope of this RFP, which may be required by the DAI Chief of Party as a result of such inspection. 
8. Compliance with Terms and Conditions

8.1 General Terms and Conditions
Offerors agree to comply with the general terms and conditions for an award resulting from this RFP. The selected Offeror shall comply with all Representations and Certifications of Compliance listed in Attachment F. 

8.2 Source and Nationality

Under the authorized geographic code for its contract DAI may only procure goods and services from the following countries. 

Geographic Code 937: Goods and services from the United States, the cooperating country, and "Developing Countries" other than "Advanced Developing Countries: excluding prohibited countries. A list of the "Developing Countries" as well as "Advanced Developing Countries" can be found at: http://www.usaid.gov/policy/ads/300/310maa.pdf and http://www.usaid.gov/policy/ads/300/310mab.pdf respectively.

DAI must verify the source and nationality of goods and services and ensure (to the fullest extent possible) that DAI does not procure any goods or services from prohibited countries listed by the Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) as sanctioned countries. OFAC sanctioned countries may be searched within the System for Award Management (SAM) at www.SAM.gov. The current list of countries under comprehensive sanctions include: Cuba, Iran, North Korea, Sudan, and Syria. Goods may not transit through or be assembled in comprehensive sanctioned origin or nationality countries nor can the vendor be owned or controlled by a prohibited country. DAI is prohibited from facilitating any transaction by a third party if that transaction would be prohibited if performed by DAI.  

By submitting a proposal in response to this RFP, Offerors confirm that they are not violating the Source and Nationality requirements of the goods or services being offered and that the goods and services comply with the Geographic Code and the exclusions for prohibited countries outlined above.
8.3 Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS)

There is a mandatory requirement for your organization to provide a DUNS number to DAI. The Data Universal Numbering System is a system developed and regulated by Dun & Bradstreet (D&B) that assigns a unique numeric identifier, referred to as a "DUNS number" to a single business entity. Without a DUNS number, DAI cannot deem an Offeror “responsible” to conduct business with and therefore, DAI will not enter into a subcontract/purchase order or monetary agreement with any organization. The determination of a successful offeror/applicant resulting from this RFP is contingent upon the winner providing a DUNS number to DAI. Offerors who fail to provide a DUNS number will not receive an award and DAI will select an alternate Offeror.

For those required to obtain a DUNS number, see Attachment D - Instructions for Obtaining a DUNS Number - DAI’S Vendors, Subcontractors 
9. Procurement Ethics 

Neither payment nor preference shall be made by either the Offeror, or by any DAI staff, in an attempt to affect the results of the award. DAI treats all reports of possible fraud/abuse very seriously. Acts of fraud or corruption will not be tolerated, and DAI employees and/or subcontractors/grantees/vendors who engage in such activities will face serious consequences. Any such practice constitutes an unethical, illegal, and corrupt practice and either the Offeror or the DAI staff may report violations to the Toll-Free Ethics and Compliance Anonymous Hotline at +1 855-603-6987, via the DAI website, or via email to FPI_hotline@dai.com. DAI ensures anonymity and an unbiased, serious review and treatment of the information provided. Such practice may result in the cancellation of the procurement and disqualification of the Offeror’s participation in this, and future, procurements. Violators will be reported to USAID, and as a result, may be reported to the U.S. Department of Justice to be included in a Restricted Parties list, preventing them from participating in future U.S. Government business. 
Offerors must provide full, accurate and complete information in response to this solicitation. The penalty for materially false responses is prescribed in Section 1001 of Title 18 of the United States Code.
In addition, DAI takes the payment of USAID funds to pay Terrorists, or groups supporting Terrorists, or other parties in exchange for protection very seriously.  Should the Terrorist, groups or other parties attempt to extort/demand payment from your organization you are asked to immediately report the incident to DAI’s Ethics and Compliance Anonymous Hotline at the contacts described in this clause.  
By submitting an offeror, offerors certify that they have not/will not attempt to bribe or make any payments to DAI employees in return for preference, nor have any payments with Terrorists, or groups supporting Terrorists, been attempted. 

10. Attachments

10.1 Attachment A:  Scope of Work for Services or Technical Specifications
Based upon RADP-E assessments, coordination with provincial Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation and Livestock (MAIL/PAIL), and experience gained over the past 2.5 years, RADP-E is designing a program to further build the capacities of selected agribusinesses (Apricot, Dairy, Poultry and Tomato). The program will help agribusinesses develop effective business plans and market strategies, as well as provide information and assistance to them regarding the process of registering their businesses and availing of the services offered by GIRoA and various donor funded programs. 

RADP-E is seeking qualified Business Service Providers (BSPs) to provide services falling into the following categories:

1. Business Registration

2. Finance and Accounting

3. Market Strategy Development
Interested bidders will submit proposals addressing how they will address the above-mentioned activities. RADP-E will require the above-mentioned services on an “as-needed” basis. The frequency of services and number of businesses supported may range from 1 to multiple during the period of the contract. Additionally, a selected agribusiness may require one or all three of the above-mentioned services. Throughout the life of the contract, RADP-E will issue specific Task Orders (TOs) to contract holders to bid on a specific activity. The applicant should provide an illustrative budget for the provision of the mentioned services to a single business in different provinces (Nangarhar, Laghman, Kabul, Kapisa, Parwan, Logar, Ghazni and Wardak) based on the level of efforts mentioned below. Please see budget delineation in the budget section (Attachment C).  
1. Provision of Services in Registration of Agribusinesses with MoCI
RADP-E provides support to numerous small to medium agribusinesses. One of the requirements for RADP-E assistance is that the business be legally registered with the appropriate government ministry (i.e. Ministry of Commerce and Industry). Many small and predominantly rural agribusinesses are reluctant to register as they see no benefit of registration. RADP-E will require the services of business service providers who have sufficient experience in businesses registration and associated documentation and management practices needed to operate as a legally registered enterprise.  The service provider will travel to any of the eight target provinces (Nangarhar, Laghman, Kabul, Kapisa, Parwan, Logar, Ghazni and Wardak) to collect required document for registration services, this activity will have three stages:

Stage I: In this stage, RADP-E will identify unregistered businesses who are interested and lack information on how to register their business. Upon registering with RADP-E and showing interest, RADP-E will issue a Task Order for IQC holders to bid on the provision of services. The Task Order will contain sufficient information about the businesses (size, location, ownership, revenues, etc.) with which to guide service providers in submitting their quotes under the task order. Businesses will be referred to the selected service provider and subsequently the activities under Stage II and Stage III will begin.

Stage II: The selected service provider will work with the businesses by providing guidance on the documents needed for registration with MoCI; explain what registration means with regard to ability to avail of government services and/or financing; and will also walk the business through the process of registration i.e. selection of company name, design of company logo (Graphic and Text Logo) and slogan, collect and complete registration form, rent/lease or ownership document of the office, develop article of incorporation, preparation of fee payment slips, document to get approval from sectorial ministries/directorates, etc. Businesses will cover their registration fee. RADP-E estimates the Level of Efforts (LOE) to be 5-7 days for this stage.
Stage III: Once the businesses are registered with MoCI and obtain their license, the service provider will provide a one-day training to the businesses on how to reconcile the accounts and clear quarterly and annual taxes. In this stage the service provider will mentor the businesses on how to fill the forms and basically prepare the business for tax clearance process necessary for renewal and maintaining the registration / license. 

2. Provision of One-On-One Basic Finance and Accounting

RADP-E provides support to numerous small to medium agribusinesses. One of constraints of many agribusinesses is the lack of basic finance and accounting skills. RADP-E will require the services of business service providers who have the ability to analyze and provide direct hands-on guidance and training to selected agribusinesses to implement and/or enhance their finance and accounting systems. The service provider will meet with RADP-E identified agribusinesses and the responsible person to review current finance and accounting practices; make recommendations for improving existing systems; and provide training on implementing the new practices. This activity will have three stages:

Stage I: In this stage, RADP-E will identify businesses who are interested in investing in and improving finance and accounting practices and RADP-E will issue a Task Order for IQC holders to bid on the provision of services. The Task Order will contain sufficient background information on the businesses as well as specific areas for the service provider to focus on (i.e basic or advanced accounting, installation and use of Quick Books, etc.) for contract holders to submit an offer. Businesses will be referred to the selected service provider and subsequently the activities under Stage II and Stage III will begin.

Stage II: The Contractor will provide all required training services including developing and implementing all needed administrative, operational & logistic activities; assigning professional trainers; developing and presenting training materials; and all other expenses related to the trainings.  
Basic Recordkeeping Training: This training is required for small-scale agribusiness, which require rudimentary recordkeeping financial knowledge, including inventory management, workbook, general journal, legers and basic templates to help businesses easily manage the accounting processes. This will take 4-5 days for each business to deliver these services. The service provider will travel and provide this training in any of the eight-target province (Nangarhar, Laghman, Kabul, Kapisa, Parwan, Logar, Ghazni and Wardak). The Level of Efforts for this activity is given below:

· One to two days for reviewing and gap analysis of existing recordkeeping, accounting, and inventory of agribusinesses;

· One day for developing customized record-keeping system; and

· Two days to practically work with responsible person of the agribusiness to enter transactions and train him on how to use and manage improve accounting system

Advance Recordkeeping Training: This training will be required by medium and large-scale agribusiness. This training will include double entry, financial projection (income statement, balance sheets, cash flow statement), inventory management, installation and usage of QuickBooks to use and interpret financial records. It will take service providers 5-6 days to train each business. The service provider will travel and provide this training in any of the eight-target province (Nangarhar, Laghman, Kabul, Kapisa, Parwan, Logar, Ghazni and Wardak). The Level of Efforts for this activity is given below:

· One to two days for reviewing and gap analysis of existing recordkeeping, accounting, and inventory of agribusinesses;

· One to two days for developing customized record-keeping system through spreadsheet or QuickBooks; and

· Two days to practically work with responsible person of the agribusiness to enter transactions and train him on how to use and manage improve accounting system

3. Provision of Services for Market Strategy Development for Agribusinesses 

RADP-E will require services from a service provider to develop market strategies for some of the agribusinesses being supported. The market strategy development will include understanding of the customer, analyzing market and competition, identification of distribution channel, promotional activities, etc. The service provider will travel and provide market strategy development services in any of the eight-target province (Nangarhar, Laghman, Kabul, Kapisa, Parwan, Logar, Ghazni and Wardak). The Level of Efforts for this activity is given below:

Phase I Analysis of the Agribusiness: This will take 2 days. In this phase all the aspects of the business will be analyzed and weaknesses and strengths will be found. In addition, recommendations and solutions will be identified which improve business marketing and outreach.

Phase II Development of Market Strategy: In this phase the service provider will write a 10-12-page document very concisely in three languages (English, Dari and Pashto). The format of the document will be discussed by RADP-E with selected service providers based on the need of the company. This phase will take 3-4 days.

Phase III One-Day Training / Mentorship to Agribusiness: In this phase, the service provider will have a one-day session with agribusiness and will basically provide his recommendation and explain the market strategy.

Background:

Summary of Current U.S. Government Requirements- DUNS 

The Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) is a system developed and managed by Dun and Bradstreet that assigns a unique nine-digit identifier to a business entity. It is a common standard world-wide and users include the U.S. Government, European Commission and the United Nations. The DUNS number will be used to better identify related organizations that are receiving U.S. federal funding, and to provide consistent name and address data for electronic application systems. 

THE PROCESS FOR OBTAINING A DUNS NUMBER IS OUTLINED BELOW:

1. Log on to the D&B (Dun & Bradstreet) DUNS registration website to begin the process of obtaining a DUNS number free of charge.

Please note there is a bar on the left for Frequently Asked Questions as well as emails and telephone numbers for persons at Dun & Bradstreet for you to contact if you have any questions or difficulties completing the application on-line. DAI is not authorized to complete the application on your organization’s behalf; the required data must be entered by an authorized official of your organization.

Select the Country where your company is physically located. 
You will first be asked to search the existing DUNS database to see whether a DUNS number already exists for your organization/entity.  Subcontractors/grantees who already have a DUNS number may verify/update their DUNS records.
