Section A. Background, Scope of Work, Deliverables and Deliverables Schedule

A.l Background

The Famine Early Warning Systems Network (FEWS NET) Project is a USAID program implemented
by Chemonics Afghanistan Limited Management and Implementation Services in Afghanistan. The
goal of FEWS NET Afghanistan is to provide high quality food security analysis and early warning to
international, regional, and national partners in Afghanistan. As part of project activities, FEWS NET
requires the purchase of internet services to provide the FEWS NET office with a strong and reliable
internet connection through a microwave device in support of the project’s activities in Afghanistan.
FEWS NET project leads the procurement for this service and serves as the project point of contact for
this subcontract. Through this subcontract the Subcontractor shall provide internet services for
Chemonics’ projects at the Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation, and Livestock, Kabul for 24 hours daily,
7 days a week for a period of two years.

A.2.  Scope of Work

Provision of internet services through microwave device for Chemonics’ project (FEWS NET) in
Ministry of Agriculture, Irrigation, and Livestock in Kabul. The total bandwidth is 6 Mbps upload and
6 Mbps download, 1:1 bandwidth dedicated ratio.

1.  Scope of Work

1.1 General requirements:

a. The Subcontractor should setup Microwave connection and provide equipment on free lease
basis until the end of subcontract.

b. The Subcontractor should utilize a redundant fiber backbone links in their premises and have
several different exits from Afghanistan to the public Internet.

C. The Subcontractor should provide automatic failover as part of their redundant system. In the

event of downtime, the Subcontractor should be able to provide a VSAT or GSM backup link
in their network for that limited time until the main link is up.

d. The Subcontractor must provide uncontended and unfiltered routing to the public Internet by
means of ports/protocols/IPs/websites available on Internet.
e. The Subcontractor is responsible to maintain the link fully operational during the period of

subcontract and monitor the service 24/7. In the event of scheduled maintenance, at least 72
hours prior notice is required before the maintenance take place. The Subcontractor will detail
the checks to be conducted. In the event that the connection is down and a field engineer needs
to come on site to restore the faulty connection, The Subcontractor will make all reasonable
efforts to restore service within 2 hours.

f. The Subcontractor will provide licensed microwave frequency that will not be susceptible to
interference from military jammers.

g. The Subcontractor will provide Chemonics access to real-time bandwidth graphs detailing
utilization of the microwave link.

h. The Subcontractor will provide at least a /30 of public IPv4 addresses.

I The Subcontractor is to provide reliable, stable internet connectivity and latency of no more
than 200ms from Chemonics’ office to public Internet, for example: Google.com /
Chemonics.com with 90% load on the microwave link

J- Chemonics must be informed one month in advance before changing any public IP’s and must
provide approval in writing before any public IP can be changed.
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1.2 Microwave Equipment:
