CRDSA Introduction
Coordination of Rehabilitation and Development Services for Afghanistan (CRDSA) is a non-profit, non-sectarian and non-political humanitarian organization that was established in 2002 and is providing services for Afghan people in sectors of Human Rights, Women Empowerment and Capacity building, Livelihoods, Health and Nutrition, Education & Skills training, Infrastructure, Community Development and Promotion of Civil Society and Democracy.

Project Background
The project (Provision of Protection Services for displaced and non-displaced at risk of COVID 19 Afghan populations in Herat, Farah and Nimrooz provinces of Afghanistan) aims to provide protection assistance to 76000 displaced and non-displaced at risk of COVID 19 Afghan people including 16200 men, 19050 women, 19944 boys and 20806 girls) including 30396 IDPs (6480 men, 7616 women, 7978 boys and 8322 girls), 22802 returnees (4860 men, 5717 women, 5983 boys and 6242 girls) and 22802 host community members (including 4860 men, 5717 women, 5983 boys and 6242 girls) in Herat, Farah and Nimrooz provinces of Afghanistan as the top provinces of at risk of expansion/ transmission of Corona virus due to high cross border, transit and passenger movement from neighbouring country of Iran and mass intra country movement in main ring road crossing provinces including Herat, Farah and Nimrooz. The project targets 43450 displaced and non-displaced people in in Herat province 40% IDP, 30% returnees and 30% host community members (including 9250 men, 10900 women 11385 boys, 11915 girls), 16,360 people in Zaranj city of Nimrooz province (including 3480 men, 4150 women, 4285 boy and 4445 girls) , as well as 16190 beneficiaries in Farah city, of Farah province (including 3470 men, 4000 women, 72754445 boys and 4320 girls) .The project has been designed based on the rapid assessment and GBV monitoring within COVID 19 pandemic conducted in close coordination and collaboration with Afghanistan Independent Human Rights Commission, south region, civil society networks, provincial hospitals of Herat, Farah and Zaranj city as well as DoWA, Attorney departments, DoJs, district officials and target CDCs . CRDSA targets 5 districts in Herat Including Kohsan district (focusing in Islam Qala), Ghoryan, Injil, Gozarah and Karokh districts in Herat province where over 80000 IDP families reside there and Farah city, including urban areas (district 1, 2, 3, 4 and semi urban areas including refugees township, Mohajer Abad, Korji, Dasht e Sufi, Rigi, Qala e Zaman, Charagh, yazd deh, Qasem Abad, Bagh e Pul, Dar Aad) as well as 

Zaraj city of Nimrooz (including district 1, 2, 3.4, Refugees Township, Mohajer Abad, Mohsen Abad)

Overall project objective is to respond to immediate humanitarian and protection needs of displaced and non-displaced at risk of COVID 19 Afghan families by increasing access to protection services in priority areas of Herat, Farah, and Nimrooz provinces of Afghanistan.
1 REQUIREMENTS 
Coordination of Rehabilitation and Development Services for Afghanistan (CRDSA) in Herat, Farah & Nimroz provinces invites qualified suppliers duly registered with the Government of Afghanistan or individual local firms/ persons to make a firm offer for the establishment of Agreement for the provision of 5000 dignity kits in Herat, Farah and Nimroz provinces under the attached Annex (A) 
2 IMPORTANT INFORMATION:
It is strongly recommended that this Invitation to Bid document and its annexes be read thoroughly. Failure to observe the procedures lay out therein may result in disqualification from the evaluation process.
2.1 Price Validity: You are requested to hold your proposal valid for a period of 1 month from the deadline for submission, as your offer will be the basis for receiving multiple contracts in the course of the year depending on funds availability. The price should include the transportation cost of the kits to the capitals and districts of Herat, Farah and Nimroz provinces specified in general conditions of this ITB. 

2.2 Offers: Offers are to be prepared in USD (USD) and should be valid for a period of 1 month from the deadline for submitting your offer. 
2.3 Bid Submission: Your bid must be prepared in English and submitted as per the following instructions:

SELECTION CRITERIA: 

The following offers would be selected for further consideration and award;
1. Technically passed

2. Having a logical & reasonable price

Supplier Registration: 
The qualified suppliers, if not already registered, will be added to the Vendor Database after investigation of suitability based on the submitted Vendor Registration Form and supporting documents. The investigation involves consideration of several factors such as: 

· Financial standing, 

· Core business,

· Track record, 

· Contract capacity.
CRSDA will not be responsible for locating or securing any information that is not identified in the bid. Accordingly, to ensure that sufficient information is available, the bidder shall furnish, as part of the bid, any descriptive material such as extracts, descriptions, and other necessary information it deems would enhance the comprehension of its offer.

BID ACCEPTANCE: 

CRDSA reserves the right to accept or reject the whole or part of your offer without having to assign a reason whatsoever and will not be obliged to accept the lowest offer.

CRDSA may at its discretion increase or decrease the proposed content when awarding the contract and would not expect a significant variation of the rate submitted. 
CRDSA may, at its discretion, extend the deadline for the submission of bids, by notifying all prospective suppliers in writing. 
Please note that CRDSA is not bound to select any of the firms submitting bids and does not bind itself in any way to select the firm offering the lowest price. Furthermore, the contract will be awarded to the bid considered most responsive to the needs, as well as conforming to CRDSA’s general principles, including economy and efficiency and best value for money.

CURRENCY AND PAYMENT TERMS FOR PURCHASE ORDERS

Any Purchase Order (PO) issued as a result of this ITB will be made in USD.  Payment will be made in accordance to the General Conditions for the Purchase of Goods and services in the currency of the PO. Payments shall only be initiated after confirmation of successful completion by CRDSA business owner.

CRDSA GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACTS FOR THE PROVISION OF GOODS AND SERVICES
Please note that the General Conditions of Contracts will be strictly adhered to the purpose of any future contract. The Bidder must confirm the acceptance of these terms and conditions in writing.
A) Vendor will receive the cost of the entire provided & transported quantity of the dignity kits on monthly base through bank transfer or would be paid through a cheque.
B) Any award resulting from this ITB will be firm fixed price, in the form of a purchase order. 

C) The payment shall be made by bank transfer, so the applicant for this ITB should have one active bank account for his/her company.

D) Any charges for transferring the money that will be charged by mutual banks should be paid by the applicant.
E) 3000 of the dignity kits should be submitted in Herat, 1000 in Farah and 1000 in Nimroz.
F) CRDSA will receive the dignity kits according to the specifications set forth in Annex B of this ITB
9.          Taxes & VAT

Government withholding Tax, Pursuant to Article 72 in the Afghanistan Tax law effective March 21, 2009, CRDSA is required to withhold “contractor” taxes from the gross amount payable to all Afghan for‐profit subcontractor/vendor with aggregate amount of $10,000 US Dollars (AFN 500,000.00) or greater and transfer this to the Ministry of Finance. In accordance with this requirement, CRDSA shall withhold 2% tax from all gross invoices from subcontractors/vendors under this Agreement with active AISA or Ministry of Commerce license.

For subcontractors/vendors without active AISA or Ministry of Commerce license, CRDSA shall withhold 7% “contractor” tax per current Afghanistan Tax law.

Before the signing of the Agreement, the subcontractor/vendor will provide a copy of the organization’s Ministry of Commerce license and TIN (Tax Identification Number). Amount  deducted  from  the  invoices  will be  forwarded  to the  Ministry  of Finance  (MoF)  Tax division credited to the firm’s TIN. Records of payment to the MoF shall be maintained on file with CRDSA.
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
