Background

2: The books of accounts of AREU provide the basis for preparation of the AREU’s Financial Statements. Proper books of accounts as required by law have been maintained by AREU and also maintain adequate internal controls and supporting documentation for the 

Transactions.

Scope of the Audit

The audit will be carried out in accordance with the International Auditing Standards and will include tests and verification procedures as the auditors deem necessary.

1: Verify all funds have been used in accordance with the established rules and regulations of AREU and only for the purposes for which the funds were provided

Goods, works and services financed have been procured in accordance with the AREU established rules and procedures.

2: The financial statements have been prepared by AREU management in accordance with applicable accounting standards and give a true and fair view of the financial position of AREU and of its receipts and expenditures for the period ended on that date.

3: Express an opinion as to reasonableness of the financial statements in all material respects

4: In addition to the audit report, the auditors will prepare a Management Letter
